Some of the filming of the first finds was
done by Historical Society President Karl
Huntington Neugebauer, an experienced
producer of programs for the Watertown
Cable Access Channel, and by volunteer
Peter Benjamin, a videographer by trade.

The “tour” begins in the back yard and
proceeds through the house, with Mr.
Ladygo pointing out a spot where the
removal of a modern ceiling has exposed
hand-made nails, and the framing of the
structure, making obvious the original
location of doors and windows.

One of the most exciting finds was the
original layout of the second floor, hidden
for over 125 years! This space served as the
Chamber in which the 28 member Execu-
tive Council met during the first year-and-
a-half of the Revolutionary War.

The video concludes with Michael
Worthington of the Oxford Dendro-
chronology Laboratory, explaining the
science of tree ring dating as he is filmed
sampling a beam in the basement.
